
BY LAWS OF THE CITY VIEW FFA BOOSTER CLUB

ARTICLE I
 NAME

The name of this organization shall be “The City View FFA Booster Club” of Wichita Falls, Texas.

ARTICLE II 
OBJECT

The purpose of the club shall be to aid and support the students, teachers, programs, interest and activities of the City View FFA.

ARTICLE III 
MEMBERSHIP

Membership shall be open to anyone with present or past ties to students in the City View FFA, subject to the payment of the annual dues. Membership will run from May 1 to April 30.  Dues are to be taken at the first May meeting.  Any new member wishing to join the club after the May meeting must be approved by a majority vote before membership will be granted. All voting members must be paid, contact information and signed bylaws turned into the secretary by November 1.  
ARTICLE IV 
MEETINGS

The Booster Club shall hold regular monthly meetings during the school year, at a time scheduled by the Executive Committee. Meetings will be held at the Agricultural Science Department of City View High School unless prior approval of an alternate meeting place has been voted upon and approved by a majority vote of the members at a scheduled business meeting.  The Executive Committee may call an unscheduled meeting any time they see fit.  The committee is charged to give the membership as much advance as possible, with a minimum of three days’ advance.

ARTICLE V 
OFFICERS

The officers of this club shall be a President, a Vice-president, a Secretary, and Treasurer. The officers of the Booster Club and the two Agricultural Science teachers shall comprise the Executive Committee. The Agricultural Science teachers at City View High School shall serve as advisors to the Booster Club and will have no voting rights. The officers shall be elected each year, and shall continue in office until their successors are elected. In case of a vacancy occurs in any office, other than president, a successor hereto shall be immediately elected.  If a vacancy occurs in the president position, vice president will take the president position.  No more than two family members may be on the Executive Committee.  An officer may only serve in one office for two consecutive years, after which, they may hold another office if so elected. 
ARTICLE VI 
DUTIES OF OFFICERS

PRESIDENT: 
The President shall preside at all meetings of the Club and/or Executive Committee meetings. The President shall appoint all committees. The President shall call special meetings as provided. The President will only vote on a motion as a tie breaker. The president will have a printed agenda prepared for each meeting.  The agenda will cover what is to be discussed during the meeting.  All old business should be on the agenda.   Any member with new business may bring that up at the end of each meeting. The President will contact the Agricultural Science teacher(s) and obtain a list of all potential exhibitors who are not already involved in the Booster Club and provide them with information on the Booster Clun and invite them to the October meeting. 

VICE-PRESIDENT: 
The Vice-President shall preside over meetings in the absence of the President. In case of resignation or death of the President, the Vice-President shall become President for the unexpired part of the term.  The Vice-President will only vote if there is need for a tie breaker. The Vice-President shall be the Head of the Concession Stand Committee.  They are in charge of all stocking, pricing, and storing of merchandise for the concession stand.  They are also in charge of scheduling of members and students to work concession stands. 
SECRETARY: 
The Secretary shall keep a record of the business proceedings of the club and shall remind members of meeting times and dates. Secretary shall call the roll if necessary, shall keep a list of all committees and a list of all the standing and special rules as well as the copies of the Bylaws. The Secretary shall conduct the official correspondence of the club. The Secretary shall preside over meetings in absence of the President and the Vice-President. The Secretary shall have charge of all papers and records and at the close of his or her term of office, shall turn the same over to his or her successor. The secretary will keep minutes at each meeting.  These minutes will be printed and given to each member at the next meeting.  
TREASURER: 
The Treasurer shall have charge of the funds of the club, and shall pay all bills approved by the Club and be signed by the Treasurer and the President or Vice President. He or she will file the bills paid, keep an account of receipts and expenditures, and provide a printed financial report to the club each meeting.  He or she will pass these compiled records to their newly elected successor. He/she will strive to inform the club of all financial needs, and will strive to insure that $2,000.00 is in the bank when their term is complete.  
ARTICLE VII 
COMMITTEES

Committees will be appointed by the President and approved by the members.   
Permanent Committees… each year the president will appoint, or take volunteers for these committees.

a. Concession stands committee….
   Vice president heads…keeps concession stand going.
b. Livestock committee…..
Treasurer heads…… is in charge of barn, animal, and stock show needs.
Is in charge of setting the standards that must be met for a student to be eligible to be purchased at the premium sale at the county stock show. 

c. Fundraising committee…
Secretary heads…..in charge of events to promote the CV FFA, the City View Booster Club, and raise funds for its activities.  
d. Ambassador committee….
President heads…..in charge of public relations…setting up media advertising,  will speak for the club when needed, in charge of sending thank-you notes to donors and others when needed.
ARTICLE VIII 
DUES

The dues of the active members shall be ten dollars ($10.00) per individual per membership year. Members that join and then subsequently quit/dropout/decide not to be a member of the Booster Club are still obligated to meet all requirements for that academic year or their student will be ineligible for Premium Sale purchase by the Booster Club. 

ARTICLE IX 
AMENDMENT

These By-Laws may be amended at the April meeting only and any and all changes will go into effect after new officers have been elected at the April meeting.  
ARTICLE X 
VOTING
At least half the paid total membership must be at a meeting to pass any motion.  A two-thirds vote of the members present will be required to pass any motion, excluding a vote to amend the bylaws. A two-thirds roll call vote is required to amend the bylaws at the April meeting.  
ARTICLE XI 
FUNDS
No funds will be reimbursed without prior approval by the general membership.  All activities and supplies required from the treasury will need approval of the general membership before the expenditure is made.  

ARTICLE XII 
PREMIUM SALE
Students, family, and anyone connected to a student may work concession stands and sell raffle tickets to raise money for The City View FFA Booster Club.   Students who make the premium sale at county will only be eligible to be purchased by the booster club if they have met the three following criteria:

1. 
Worked the designated number of concession stands.

2.  
Sell the designated amount of raffle tickets.  

3. 
Participate in any other fundraiser/event the club votes to put on or be part of.

Each year the number or amount of time students will be required to help is to be determined during the August meeting, when concession stand dates have been set to coincide with games.  
The following pay out scale is to be used to purchase eligible students projects that make the premium sale at county.   This scale is to be used ONLY if funds are available.  These are to be the maximum any student can receive from the club.  Due to every year funds available will differ and the amount of projects the booster club is obligated to purchase will differ, these payouts may be less.  The county stock show superintendents sets how many from each class will make the sale.  Only animals the superintendents put in the sale will be eligible to be purchased by The City View FFA Booster Club.  The Treasurer and the livestock committee will meet the Saturday of county to see if funds are available to pay each student the following prices.  If the committee deems to lower prices, this decision is final and cannot be appealed.

Any animal that makes sale past 5th place will receive $200.
All exhibitors are encouraged to find another buyer other than the club.  The City View FFA Booster Club will bid on your animal to the price that correlates with your placing. If the clubs price is out bid, the booster club will stop bidding on your animal.  Once your animal is bought by your other bidder The City View Booster Club will put a $150 dollar add on to the price your animal was purchased for. 

ARTICLE XIII 
BYLAWS TO MEMBERS
The secretary will type all changes to the Bylaws made during the April meeting and hand these out to the members at the May meeting.   Two copies of bylaws are to be typed.  One set is to have a signature space after every Article in the bylaws.  This will be signed by every member and returned to the secretary to keep on file.  The other set is for the member to keep for their records.  The secretary will give any new member joining before November 1 copy of the bylaws to sign and a copy to keep.  
ARTICLE XIV 
PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY 

The bylaws shall be under the authority of the current edition of Roberts Rules of Order.  The meeting will be held in an informal atmosphere without need for any parliamentary authority. 

ARTICLE XV 
CLAUSES
PURPOSE:  
The association is organized exclusively for charitable, educational, religious, or scientific purposes within the meaning of 501© (3) of the Internal Revenue Code.  

DISSOLUTION CLAUSE: 
Upon dissolution  of the association the Executive Committee shall, after paying or making provisions for the payment of all the liabilities of the association, dispose of all the assets of the association exclusively for the purpose of the association in such a manner, or to such organization or organization organized and operated exclusively for charitable, educational, religious, or scientific purposes as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization or organizations under 501(c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 ( or corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law).  As the Executive Committee shall determine.  Any such assets not so disposed of shall be disposed of by the Court of Common Pleas of the county in which the principal office of the corporation is determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes. 
ARTICLE XVI 
FINALITY
Today ___________,________. This is the working bylaws of The City View FFA Booster Club.  Any law, rule, or committee before this date is null and void.  From this day forward these laws will govern the club.
